WVFC State League 2010
Hi all,

Hope you will all be returning for the 2010 season. Unfortunately, there have been a few changes to the club financially that may raise fees for the 2010 season but the club is attempting to find a suitable solution. 

This has occurred due to the loss of one of the major sponsors the Hellenic Club. The Hellenic club gave the club $7,500 split evenly amongst all SL men, SL women and masters teams. This equates to a loss of approximately $30 per player. Furthermore, the club may now have to pay GST on all fees as we turn over more than $150,000 per year meaning a further 10% will likely be added to the cost of registration (note - TBC).
However, it’s not all doom and gloom and in an attempt to keep rego costs as low as possible WVFC have come up with the following plan:

1. Any sponsorship generated by any of the state league teams will entirely belong to that team, rather than being split 50:50 between the team & club as it was previously. Basically, if a team raises $500, that will save approximately $31 on rego per player (based on 16 players), $1000 will save $62 per player etc.
2. Teams will only be charged for what they use – e.g. training costs, equipment etc.  So if teams only want to train once a week and already have all their gear, then the will save money compared to a team wanting to train twice a week and needing gear etc. Additionally, we are attempting to get refunds from Cap Football when referees and assistants don’t show (particularly relevant for teams from lower divisions) as teams are charged for them in their CF fees, which form part of the rego cost, however, this is still TBC.

3. WVFC are still looking for sponsors for SL men to offset the money lost from the lost Hellenic club sponsorship.
We will know by early Feb how much rego will be, so in the meantime if you have any potential sponsors contact me and I will provide them/you with a letter outlining what they will receive for their money etc. Any amount of money will be acceptable and just to clarify ALL money raised stays with your team and YOU decide what to use it for!
Additionally, I am looking to move the all SL teams from SL3 down away from Hughes as I have had many complaints about the surface, Garran and North Curtain are possibilities, and the surfaces at both of these grounds are better than Hughes (although that’s not very difficult).

If you have any questions about anything to do with season 2010 don’t hesitate to ask and for this season it will be beneficial to go through me first and I will pass it on to the pres if need be.
