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If you have registered with Football in Australia in the last two years you will have been part of the revamping of Football’s National Regulations as the National Football Registration Scheme.

As part of this process you will have completed a National Registration form, which will have assigned you a unique FFA Number. The FFA number will be yours to identify your participation in the game. 

So you want to play in the next season?!  We’re moving to an online self-managed registration system – MyFootballClub.

To register for the Club of your choice in 2009 all you need is your FFA number and an email address.
Q
I don’t know (have forgotten/lost/etc) my FFA number?
A
Check your 2007 or 2008 registration form (it’s the 8-digit number in the top right-hand corner)

OR

Go to www.myfootballclub.com.au and click on 
You can then search for your FFA number by entering your First Name, Last Name and Date of Birth.
OR

Ask your Club registrar from last season to give it to you.
Q
What information do I need to “Find Your FFA Number” online?
A
For security reasons you need to know your First Name, Last Name and Date of Birth.  
You can do a search for your FFA number using this information then log onto the system and register.
Q
I don’t have an email address or have changed my email address since I registered last?
A
Speak with your Club registrar from last season and ask them to update your email address for you. 

If you don’t have an email address at all there are some great free web based email services like gmail or hotmail that you can signup for and use.

Q

I have my FFA number but cannot find my name on the system – what’s wrong?
A
Football Australia though the co-operation of the Member Federations, Districts, Zones, Associations and Clubs have collected the electronic registration data from the 2007 and 2008 Registrations. The current registration data is as comprehensive as possible.  We have approximately 400,000 past registrations on the MyFootballClub system, which is only two thirds of the people playing in Australia. 

If you cannot find yourself on the system the first step is to speak to your club administrators and ensure that they have communicated previous years registration data to the FFA.  Your club will be advised on the best way to proceed with your registration for the 2009 Registration process.
Q
I didn’t play Football in Australia in the last few years - what do I do?
A
You can register online by going to www.myfootballclub.com.au and clicking on [image: image1.jpg]

It takes only a few minutes for you to create your own FFA number and a password will be sent to you to enable you to log on and register for a Club.
Q
What happens if I forget my password or do not have one?
A
Go to www.myfootballclub.com.au and click on [image: image2.jpg]



Enter your FFA number and click on ‘Forgot Password?’ and then the ‘Reset Password’ button when it is displayed.
A new password will be sent to the email address for you in the system.
If you don’t receive your password within a few hours, ask your Club registrar from last season to check your details and ensure that the email address in the system is accurate.
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
