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Passing, Receiving And Moving
Start with a playing area shape in a triangular pattern.  There are two players and one ball.

The player with the ball passes it through the triangle to the second player.  The player receives the ball with one touch and passes it with a second touch.  The one condition is the ball can't be passed through the same two sides of the triangle as the previous pass.
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Whether it's the receiving player who takes their receiving touch to take the ball to a different side of the triangle or the passer who passes it through a different side to the receiver, the ball can't go through the same two sides of a triangle on consecutive passes.
This can be turned into a competition between two groups of twos to see who can make the most consecutive passes or to see which group can make the most successful passes in a one minute period.
