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Zonal Passing and Moving
This is a regular game of football, however, it does require some zones to be created on the field.  These zones are created by using cones.  There would be three vertical lines of cones long with three horizontal lines of cones to go along with the side and goal lines.  These lines would create horizontal and vertical quarters of the field.

The game is actually quite simple.  A player can pass to any of their teammates as long as their team-mate is in a different zone than them.  In the diagram below, the player with the ball can pass to any of the players shown.
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However, if a player is in their own zone, they can not pass to that player.  In the diagram below, the player with the ball can pass to any player except for player 2.
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The other rule is once a ball is passed, the player who passed the ball must sprint into a different zone than the one they started in.
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Other than these two restrictions, it's a regular game of soccer, going to goal and all other rules apply.
